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1. Objectives
· Assessing the current state of agricultural solid wastes; collecting and treating activities in commune
-  Proposing model to collect and treat agrochemical and fertilizer packages at community level to reduce environmental pollution

2. Main contents
- Evaluating current status of agricultural solid wastes Luong Phu commune, Phu Binh district, Thai Nguyen province.

+ Current status of wastes from cultivation
+ Current status of livestock waste

+ Current status of agrochemical and fertilizer packages
- Evaluating agricultural solid waste collection and treatment in Luong Phu commune, Phu Binh district, Thai Nguyen province.

- Proposing solutions, waste treatment and model to collect and treat agrochemical and fertilizer packages

 3. Results obtained
Through evaluating the current status of agricultural solid waste in  Luong Phu commune, the results show that the average annual by-products from cultivation are 1366.88 tonnes, in which, rice straws  are 1204.88 tons, wastes from corns are 161.4 tons. Such wastes are not thorough collected, mainly used as the feed for the cattle. Wastse from livestock activities discharged averagage of 6150.8 tons per year. Currently, there are only few households use biogas to treat wastse from livestock. The huge amount of such wastses has not been treated which causes polluting the surrounding environment. Regards of packages of pesticides, herbicides, fertilizers, each year was 2701.25 kg of fertilizer bags and a double amount (5.306 kg) of agrochemical packaging were thrown into the environment.   Although collection tanks have been built but waste management still remain many limitations: No management system at village level, no investment for techniques to handle the packaging after collection, no training sessions for people.
